SPORT COMMISSION RE ESTABLISHMENT
PROCLAMATION

WEREAS the promotion of sports makes significant
contributions to communities, especially the youth to
maintain healthy physical and brain, and thereby facilitate
their active participation in all round development activities

of the Administration and the Nation.

WHEREAS it is found necessary to execute the Nation’s

sports policy and its Main Focuses by promoting
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community based sports, coordinating and supporting sp

organizations, expanding sports Education and trainit

sport facilities and centers, producing and encourag

outstanding sports persons,
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WHEREAS it has become necessary to create
sustainable source of income for the sport sector by
promoting sport commercialization to create a
conducive situation that would facilitate the gradual
autonomy of sport by doing away with government

subsidy,

WHEREAS to determinate clearly the remarkable
role of the sports council in the effort of the
Administration to promote community based sport
and to strengthen the coordination of Government and
public organizations, and stakeholders for sport

development,

WHEREAS the sport sector in its nature requires the
mobilization and coordination of Governmental and
Non- governmental organization so that it is vital to
establish the executive organ of the administration in
order to coordinate and lead these organs for

executing the sport policy competently,

Now, THEREFORE, in accordance with Article
12,(1) (a) of the Dire Dawa Administration charter
proclamation No 416.2004, the Dire Dawa

Administration Council is hereby proclaim as follows,

GENERAL

Dire Dawa Administration sport commission (herein
after called “the commission’) is hereby established
under this proclamation as an autonomous executive
organ of the administration having its own legal

personality.

The commissioner shall be the chief executive officer of
the commission and as such, shall direct and administer
all the activities of the commission.

Without limiting the generality stated in sub-
article(1) of this Article, the commissioner shall,

a) Exercise the powers and functions of the
commission specified in Article 7 of this
Proclamation.
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b) Prepare the work programs and budget of the
commission and implement same upon
approval.

c) Effect expenditure in accordance with the
approved budget and work program of the
commission,

d) Represent the commission in all its dealings
with third parties

e) Submit work performance and audit reports
of the commission to the concerned organs.

f) Employ and administer, and also dismiss if
necessary, employees of the commission in
accordance with the civil servants laws of the

Administration.
